On January 22, 2003, Texas native Felipe Mendoza was named to head the Office of Small Business Utilization for the U.S. General Services Administration as its Associate Administrator. 

In his role as Associate Administrator of OSBU, Mr. Mendoza is responsible for monitoring and implementing small business policies and managing small business programs that strive to expand opportunities and technological capabilities through increased participation of small, (including small businesses located in HUBZones, minority, veteran and women-owned) businesses in federal government procurement.

The OSBU is responsible for the scope of small business programs mandated by law.  Business activities are supported by program experts at GSA headquarters, through Small Business Centers in 11 regional offices, and by the Small Business Technical Advisors in the GSA’s Federal Supply Service (FSS), Federal Technology Service (FTS) and the Public Buildings Service (PBS). 

On July 13, 2003, President Bush appointed Mr. Mendoza to serve on the Committee for Purchase From People Who Are Blind or Severely Disabled.  

The Committee is the JWOD program's federal overseer.  The Javits-Wagner-O'Day (JWOD) program provides employment opportunities for more than 36,000 Americans who are blind or have other severe disabilities by orchestrating government purchases of products and services provided by nonprofit agencies employing such individuals throughout the country. 

Mr. Mendoza is a senior-level executive with extensive experience dealing with multinational corporations and foreign governments. He has more than 20 years of international experience 

in business development in the information technology and telecommunications industries.

A graduate of Texas A&M University at Kingsville, Mr. Mendoza’s military record includes service for seven years as an intelligence officer for the U.S. Army, including three years in Europe. He also served one tour in Vietnam with the 173rd Airborne Brigade and is a recipient of the Bronze Star.
Mr. Mendoza arrived at GSA in September 2002 and previously served as the Deputy Associate Administrator in GSA’s Office of Enterprise Development, which was later reorganized as OSBU.

GSA is a centralized federal procurement and property management agency created by Congress to improve government efficiency and help federal agencies better serve the public.  It acquires, on behalf of federal agencies, office space, equipment, telecommunications, information technology, supplies and services.  GSA, comprised of 13,000 associates, provides services and solutions for the office operations of over 1 million federal workers located in 8,300 government -owned and leased buildings in 1,600 U.S. communities.
